How to get to Great Chishill Village Hall

By Car
Via M11 (from North, join A14 from M1/M6 or A1(M) and exit onto M11 South; from London or Stansted take

M11 North; from East take A11 South, leave at A505 towards Royston and M11 Junction 10):

- from M11 at Junction 10 (Duxford) take A505 West signposted Royston

- after 3 miles (just after Total petrol station) turn left on B1368 signposted Barkway and Barley
- after % mile turn left to Great Chishill

- after 2 miles enter Great Chishill and, at T-junction, turn right

- after % mile turn left onto Hall Lane

- after % mile turn, left into Village Hall.

Via A1(M) from South

- leave A1(M) at Letchworth onto A505 East to Royston

- after 15 miles (just before Total petrol station) turn right onto B1368 signposted to Barkway and Barley
- after % mile turn left to Great Chishill

- after 2 miles enter Great Chishill and, at T-junction, turn right

- after % mile turn left onto Hall Lane

- after % mile turn left into Village Hall.

By Train
Royston Station on Kings Cross to Cambridge line is 5 miles away. Taxi from station (Meltax on 01763 244444,

best to call to make sure one is waiting on arrival)

Audley End Station on Liverpool Street to Cambridge line is 7 miles away. Taxi rank or call 01799 661266 for
taxi.
